Nationwide Rallies on November 3rd to Call for Leadership on Global Warming

Presidential Candidates and 35 Members of Congress to Attend,                                                                                                                     All Elected Officials Invited with 10,000 Invitations Sent
Step It Up Organizes Second Historic Youth-led Global Warming Event 

Manchester, NH – On November 3rd, Step It Up will host nationwide global warming rallies in all 50 states to call for leadership on global warming. The weekend marks the second nationwide Step It Up rally, building on April’s largest global warming demonstration in U.S. history, and the launch of the 1Sky coalition, a broader grassroots activist campaign that includes everyone from faith groups to campus activists.  

Presidential candidates such as Senators John Edwards, Chris Dodd, and Rep. Dennis Kucinich will be attending and Senators Barack Obama, Hillary Clinton, John McCain and Governor Bill Richardson are sending statements or representatives. 35 members of Congress, including Rep. Edward Markey, and Rep. Tom Allen, will be participating in local events. 

The events across the country—held one year before the 2008 election— will show the contrast between the intense concern of ordinary Americans and the leadership vacuum in Washington. At some of the rallies, people will dip an index finger in green ink, to express their demand that our leaders take climate change seriously. While Step It Up rallies issue a call for action from local communities, thousands of youth will gather at the University of Maryland for Powershift 2007, the first-ever national youth summit on global warming. 

Some examples of the hundreds of events taking place include:
· New Orleans, LA - Students from Tulane University, the Alliance for Affordable Energy, the Gulf Coast Restoration Network, and the Sierra Club are organizing a second line parade through the city to promote climate awareness and energy conservation, ending with a rally with local and national speakers including former Senator John Edwards. 

· Concord, MA - "Revolutionary Ride" cyclists from Boston and surrounding cities will carry the Step It Up message along Paul Revere's route on their way to attend the "Revolutionary Energy Rally" at the iconic Old North Bridge. 

· Washington, DC – Rally at the Lincoln Memorial with Environmental Justice leader Van Jones and activities inspired by the Civil Rights movement and MLK Jr.’s “I Have a Dream” speech. 

· Macon, GA - "Middle Georgians Step It Up" will include a live game show called Climate in Jeopardy, with questions on various topics related to global warming. 

· Salt Lake City, UT – At the "No New Coal" rally Mayor Rocky Anderson and Utah residents will call for a moratorium on new coal fired power plants. 

· Brooklyn, NY – At the "Global Warming Burlesque" the Brooklyn-based burlesque dance trio Suspicious Package invites guests to a gritty bar on the Williamsburg waterfront to revel in the depravity, carnality and shocking awe of the changing climate in our decadent lifetime. 

· Waukesha, WI – A "Human Powered Barn Concert" that won't only be carbon neutral, but carbon negative. The event will be lead by a fitness instructor who has set up stationary bikes in a barn to power this Step It Up event. 

· Tempe, AZ – During "Be the Change" US Congressman Harry Mitchell and Arizona State University Clean Energy will rally on Hayden Lawn, a green roof on the main library for the university, named after Carl Trumbull Hayden who sponsored the legislation to create the Grand Canyon National Park.
